In this 1.5 hour session, Dr. Ann Nevin convenes a panel of professionals who have recently earned their doctorates in FIU’s Department of Educational and Leadership Studies. Peter Barbatis (Ed. D., HE, 2008), Joan Osborne (Ed. D., AE/HRD, 2008), and Laura Iossi (Ed. D., HE, 2009) share their experiences in uncovering their potential researcher bias. Through the various processes of self-reflection, discourse, and connections to the literature, the symposium presenters hope to show others how they might approach the task of revealing their biases. Ann Nevin discusses a model for understanding the shifts from their current perspectives to more deeply understanding the perspectives of others when researchers can acknowledge and search their various professional and personal identities. The model shows the various eyes with which researchers see, as well as the personal identities with which researchers interpret their perceptions, can be riddled with scotomas (blind spots or barriers) that come from the researchers’ respective traditions, their contexts, and their personal histories. Once those identities are named, clarity in seeing the study context and study participants can increase.The panelists provide examples from their own research experiences in which they were empowered to set up procedures to mitigate the influence of researcher bias in all phases of the research process.

In this 1-day workshop, we used a multi-media approach, role-playing, and dialogue to introduce the concepts and procedures of the Process Communication Model. The goal was to invite participants to create a more supportive and responsive classroom and working relationship with colleagues who are the most difficult to reach. Participants learn how to communicate effectively with and invite out of distress students and adults of each of the basic six personality types (i.e., reactor, workaholic, promoter, dreamer, rebel, persister). “Critical Pedagogy and Inclusion: Understanding Our World in Order to Change It”  
In this 2-day institute, we used interactive dialogue processes to address two questions.  1) How does understanding our world create the possibility of changing our experiences of the world we live in?  2) What do we need to understand about our world in order to change it?  We started with the premise that critical pedagogy explores the ways in which change is made in people's lives (all of our lives!). These ways don't necessarily fit with traditional parent/child, caregiver/service recipient, or teacher/student models of services. The session facilitators encouraged participants to challenge traditional ways of thinking about their roles as people with disabilities, staff members, parents, teachers, behavioral specialists, or other professionals and encouraged participants to rethink some of the most basic assumptions that have guided the field. Would the dialogue hypothesis that critical pedagogy suggests new ways of thinking and acting that can result in greater opportunities for mutually respectful relationships and social justice? UNIVERSITY COURSES DEVELOPED AND TAUGHT BY DR. NEVIN
At Chapman University (2009-Present)
EDUC 776: Current Controversies in Disability Studies

The purpose is to build the doctoral candidate’s research capacity to critically evaluate a variety of research

approaches and design position statements derived from the research. The seminar provides a forum for learning with and from experts in urban special education, social justice, global education, inclusive education, and culturally responsive practices. Equally as important, it was designed to allow for ongoing doctoral community building. The professor-facilitator commits to a ‘problem posing’ approach recommended by Paulo Freire (1970, 1998. Urban special educators in the 21st century must face many challenging issues where competing mandates, demanding constituencies, and quarrelsome voices are raised to encourage taking one side of the issue. However, the fields of special education and educational psychology as well as the individual learner or researcher can acquire a deeper understanding that often results in the co-existence of seemingly contradictory truths, thus leading to an increased value for the dialectic itself rather than choosing between the two views. Paulo Freire) names this phenomenon, conscientization. The unexamined dialectic often results in static or rigid thinking. The examined dialectic requires a critical thinking mode and might lead to an integration of the two perspectives or a new paradigm that goes beyond the seemingly opposing perspectives. In this course, participants articulate the dialectic that exists within the context of studying their own development as doctoral-level scholar/practitioners, paying particular attention to 4 frameworks: (a) Interculturalism: Promoting common understandings and addressing issues of diversity; (b) Interconnectedness: Valuing the contributions of various cultures; (c) Inquiry: Using critical thinking and reflective practice to develop new actions; and (d) Instructional Leadership: Creating meaningful actions on the basis of scholarly inquiry. A variety of instructional strategies are utilized, including, but not limited to lectures, written assignments, online discourse, oral presentations by students, and exercises in critical thinking. Writing assignments that reflect all aspects of the writing process will be integrated into the class. This course will require students to use a significant number of learning resources other than textbooks, including, but not limited to primary sources, monographs, journals, research projects/papers, etc.
At Florida International University (2003-2009)

EEX 7930: Advanced Topics in Special Education Research—Doctoral Seminar Fall & Spring 04; 05; 06; 07
This course is designed to develop competencies necessary to enable exceptional student educators to identify, conceptualize, and structure a specific topic within the ESE knowledge base. The purpose is to build the doctoral candidate’s research capacity to critically evaluate a variety of research approaches and design position statements derived from the research. The overall philosophical perspective is that FIU doctoral candidates are self-regulated, independent learners who work with their professors as the candidate thinks through the process of studying a selected issue in depth. Upon completion of this course participants will demonstrate mastery of the following objectives: a) understand historical roots underlying a selected contemporary issue in exceptional student education; b) search and select relevant current research and practice to support both sides of the issue; c) present written and oral summaries to a group of peers and receive substantive feedback for revisions; d) create a personal and professional position statement with respect to the selected issue. Instructional activities included discourse, dialogic retrospection and collaborative planning with participants and professor(s); Role plays; Movies that show debates attesting to multiple sides of the issue; Web-based and library-based hands-on search techniques; Internet and e-mail communication and collaboration to encourage contact between class sessions; Interviews with select FIU researchers and Miami-Dade practitioners with respect to their positions on the selected issue; WebCT-facilitated synchronous chats with select national and international experts (e.g., Cheryl Utley, Vivian Correa, Robin Smith, Janette Klingner); video-conference seminar with University of Washington (Seattle) professors Geneva Gay & Cap Peck. Guided practice in using The Writer’s Process to establish a positive climate for improving written expression; and culturally sensitive communication processes that encourage discourse (rather than polarizing debate, or mere discussion).
EDP 7058: Behavioral Interventions Research and Evaluation Spring 2004, 2005, 2006
This course is designed to develop the knowledge and skills needed to design, implement, and evaluate single-subject design research projects. This course is specifically designed for those working in educational and clinical settings. I worked with Professor Barbetta to revise and update the course so as to prepare professionals in education and psychology a) to design, implement and evaluate research-based practices such as transition planning and Functional Assessments of Behavior for students with disabilities in K-12 settings, and b) to work collaboratively via Web-supported systems such as WebCT synchronous and asynchronous discussion boards and chat rooms. Participants complete the writer’s process by conducting reviews of research featuring single subject designs comprise a featured outcome of the course (constituting one of the artifacts that school psychology majors upload for their professional portfolios). Each year the reviews are collated in to a ‘big book’ and submitted to Resources in Education for possible selection as an ERIC publication.
EEX 6051: Education of Students with Exceptionalities (Fall 2004 Field Test)

With Professors Rosenberg and Cramer, I developed this required course as a complete on-line option for the Florida Virtual Exceptional Student Education certification program. This will be field tested in late spring 2003 for official offering beginning Fall 2004. Using the results of a survey of currently enrolled participants, the goal of the design process is to preserve the essential features of the campus-based class that are most highly rated by both the professor and the participants. Dr. Cramer used WebCT to disseminate lectures, e-mail/ListServs/Conferencing systems to process participants' responses to focus questions for lectures and readings, and a project oriented evaluation system. The overall goal--to improve the learning outcomes of students who are difficult to teach—was assessed by product review
At Arizona State University West (1991 to 2002)

SPE 440: Spring & Fall 2001 PROFESSIONAL Seminar in Special Education
The purpose of this course is to provide a meaningful forum for seniors in special education to examine critical issues in the delivery of special education services; Emphasis on self-reflection and professional development. Concurrent enrollment in SPE 478 (19547) Student Teaching. The Course Objectives empower participants to Identify and analyze critical issues (salient situations) from their student teaching experiences for the purpose of improving instruction and student learning; Conduct a self-analysis of knowledge, skills, and abilities as a special educator and develop a professional development plan based on the analysis; Develop a professional portfolio that includes an educational philosophy and demonstrates competency related to the education of students with special needs in the areas of assessment, IEP development, planning and delivery of instruction, classroom organization and management, and family involvement; Present, explain, and defend the portfolio in preparation for professional employment interviews. During Fall 2001 & 2002, an online discussion board and virtual classroom was added (CourseInfo/Blackboard.com) in order to accommodate a special education student teachers in out-of-state settings. This resulted in archived scribed seminars for all class sessions.

SPE 598: Spring 2001  Collaborative Action Research to Educate Students with Special Needs (An Innovative Graduate Studies Seminar for Special Education Seniors
This course is taught in conjunction with SPE 478, Student Teaching, and requires integration of fieldwork with seminar activities. The SPE 598 CARE class was built upon the newly revised Special Education Undergraduate Program currently being implemented and was developed as an outcome of the Instructional Development Support Grant awarded to me for Summer 2000. The grant award supported the development of a new graduate course option entitled SPE 598). The rationale for the development of the graduate course focused on meeting the training needs of second semester seniors in the undergraduate special education teacher education program, and to meeting the needs of recent graduates who are cooperating teachers who might be interested in applying for graduate credit at ASUW. 

SPE 321: PARENTS AND PROFESSIONALS:  PARTNERS IN INSTRUCTIONAL PRACTICES (Spring 2K)

As part of the 5 course sequence for second semester Special Education Teacher Education candidates in the 4 semester revised program, I developed and field tested (in conjunction with Ida Malian who taught SPE 320 and SPE 322) this course during Spring 2K.  This course has an Emphasis on parent and school personnel relationships through effective communication and state and federal regulations impacting services for people with disabilities. Course Objectives: Course readings, class activities and discussions, course assignments, and related field experiences will enable special education teacher education candidates to (demonstrate select knowledge and skills from CEC Common Core 2,3,4,5,6,7,8): 1. Identify the components of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act and discuss parent/professional rights and responsibilities as defined by federal statute; 2. Identify strategies for effective family involvement in the pre-referral, referral and evaluation process; 3. Identify strategies for effective family participation in the development of the IEP (IFSP and ITP); 4. Identify strategies for effective family participation in the delivery of services for students with disabilities; 5. Describe procedural safeguards, due process, and the resolution of conflicts involving parents and professionals; 6. Discuss ethical considerations when working collaboratively with families.

SPE 323: Technology and Instructional Methods in Teaching Students with Cross Categorical Special Needs (Spring 2K)

As part of the 5 course sequence for second semester Special Education Teacher Education candidates in the 4 semester revised program, I developed and field tested the course (in conjunction with Ida Malian who taught SPE 320 and SPE 322) during Spring 2K. The course focuses on the organization and delivery of instruction, including formative evaluation techniques. Techniques of academic behavior management. Practicum included. Co requisites: SPE 320, 321, 322, 324, and 396. This course is designed for participants to obtain a working knowledge of the organization and delivery of instruction and to apply that knowledge in teaching situations, which feature students with exceptional needs. Course Objectives The broadest goal of this course is to support you to work individually and as a member of a team to design, implement, evaluate and redesign instructional programs for students with special education needs so as to increase students' abilities to learn and thrive in the most appropriate and inclusive environment possible. Participants will: 1. Explain effective instructional organization and delivery strategies.2. Use research-based techniques (including technology) in the academic instruction of students with a broad range of exceptional needs.3. Design lesson plans that incorporate effective instructional delivery strategies for individual learners and small groups of learners with special needs including linguistic and cultural differences.4. Perform ongoing monitoring of the academic performance of students with special needs.5. Teach using effective instructional organization and delivery strategies in (a) the practicum setting and (b) in class mini-teaching presentations.6.  Analyze the data and make data based decisions to re-design instruction.
SPE 324: Methods in Cross Categorical Special Education (Spring 2K, offered off campus on local school district site)

As part of the 5 course sequence for second semester Special Education Teacher Education candidates in the 4 semester revised program, I developed and field tested the course (in conjunction with Ida Malian who taught SPE 320 and SPE 322) during Spring 2K. This course includes Instructional methods for students with a variety of special needs (focusing on students with mild to moderate mental retardation, learning disabilities, emotional disabilities, and physical/health impairments). Course Objectives: The objectives for this course allow students to demonstrate knowledge and skills for the following CEC Common Core 4 and select knowledge and skills in Common Core 7 & 8:1. Interns will demonstrate competencies related to instruction in the major academic disciplines (math, science, social studies, language arts, reading, and life skills) using the instructional methods that ameliorate the learning characteristics and special needs associated with a variety of categories (e.g., mild to moderate mental retardation, learning disabilities, emotional disabilities, and health impairments/Traumatic Brain Injury). 2.  Interns will design, implement, and evaluate lessons that use appropriate cross categorical instructional methods for students with special needs in the major academic disciplines (math, science, social studies, language arts, reading, and life skills). 3. Interns will participate in simulated IEP conferences (and attend as schedules permit IEP conferences at intern sites) that show how students with a variety of special needs (focusing on students with mild to moderate mental retardation, learning disabilities, emotional disabilities, and health impairments/TBI) might realistically and meaningfully attend, participate and/or manage their IEPs.4. Interns will describe and show the roles and responsibilities of special educators, and benefits and challenges for students with special needs of current service delivery models (co-teaching in inclusive classrooms, consultation models, resource rooms, self-contained classrooms, alternative schools, and community-based instruction).  A special design of this course involved participation with special educators and related service personnel who participated in demonstration teaching events.
SPE 541: CONSULTATION FRAMEWORKS (Fall 1999)

In this course I use a constructivist and critical pedagogy approach so that each participant explores and develops consultation and collaboration skills as participants construct an understanding of consultation models for providing appropriate special education services in early childhood contexts. The course addresses knowledge and skills from the literature as well as from participants' experiences in performing a variety of roles: as members of inter-disciplinary evaluation and planning teams, as partners with parents and other service providers within the IEP/IFSP process, as collaborators with general educators and community personnel within the mainstreaming/transition process, and as facilitators for holistic child-centered programs across a variety of disciplines and service providers. The goal of the course is for participants to synthesize and adapt their concepts about consultation into a plan for implementing/improving consultation practices in their respective settings.
SPE 311: ORIENTATION TO EDUCATION OF EXCEPTIONAL CHILDREN [Online]

I've expanded the curriculum of this course, which is built on the ASU Main curriculum, to include collaborative consultation skills acquisition for the students enrolled in the course to enable the elementary, early childhood and special education majors to work as members of school-based teams. In 1995, I substantially revised the methodology to reflect the results of the literature review attesting to the lack of meaningful parental involvement on school based (IEP) teams (published by Arizona SCOPE). In 1998, I created a version of SPE 311 using the family centered theme to be taught asynchronously over the World Wide Web. In collaboration with Christine Hall of ASU West's Extended Instruction and Graduate Research Assistant Bill Bercu, I learned to post pages on WebCT. The course was field-tested and evaluated Fall 1998. No longer Available Online due to termination of server service. In subsequent collaboration with Bill Bercu, Instructional Designer for Extended Instruction/Ph. D. Candidate at ASU, and Dr. Sam DiGangis (Instructional Support Lab Director at ASU), I developed this undergraduate required course for instructional delivery using WebCT (Goldberg, University of Vancouver).  This course was substantively and procedurally re-designed and offered spring 1999 as two sections:  one by Professor Kathleen Harris and one by myself.  During fall 1999 I coached Dr. Marcia Smith to teach the course and during the Spring 2K, I consulted with her. During summer, Fall 2K and Spring 2001, she taught the course independently with only occasional support. During Fall 2001, the course was revised, updated, and offered through CourseInfo (Blackboard). ).As of Fall 2006, this course is still being offered (now with updated course assignments to match the most recent edition of the textbook adopted for the class). I continue to serve a role as a guest lecturer.

EED 598/SPE 598 APPLYING BEST SPECIAL EDUCATION PRACTICES [Online]

SED 598: In collaboration with Bill Bercu, Graduate Assistant/Ph. D. Candidate Educational Media & Computers, I developed this "virtual university” class and field-tested it during Summer 1997. Designed for practicing professional elementary and secondary educators, I used the Internet to disseminate lectures, e-mail/ListServs/Conferencing systems to process participants' responses to focus questions for lectures and readings, and a project oriented evaluation system. The overall goal--to improve the learning outcomes of students who are difficult to teach--was assessed by product review. Online http://www.west.asu.edu/icaxn/wsed598.html This course was substantively and procedurally re-designed during the Spring 1998 and was offered within a team-teaching framework with two teachers who had taken the course during Summer 1997 (Susan Stutler and Debby Zambo). During Fall 2001, Spring 2002, the course was revised and updated to offer via CourseInfo (Blackboard).

EED 598: APPLYING PRINCIPLES OF MULTIPLE INTELLIGENCES/MULTI-MODAL LEARNING

SED 598: In collaboration with faculty coordinated by Zephyr Press, I developed this practitioner-oriented course to support guided implementation of the theories and concepts participants discussed during the January 1996 and with Jacquette, July 1996 seminars.
SPE 413: ADAPTING INSTRUCTION FOR LEARNERS WITH SPECIAL NEEDS In collaboration with Kathleen Harris who taught a similar class at another public school site, and the faculty in mathematics, science/social studies, and reading/language arts, I developed this course for special education majors (required course) and volunteer elementary education majors (elected course). All students were encouraged to include planned adaptations for their thematic, interdisciplinary instructional units.
SPE 414: METHODS AND STRATEGIES IN ACADEMIC BEHAVIOR MANAGEMENT I've expanded the curriculum of this course, which is built on the ASU Main curriculum, to include collaborative consultation skills acquisition for the students enrolled in the course to enable the special education students to work as members of school-based teams. This course was substantively revised during the spring 1998 to reflect the research results from the study I conducted during sabbatical--i.e. a new focus on including ESL/second language learning techniques as part of effective teaching practices for students with special needs.
At Washington State University/Vancouver
CONSULTATION IN EARLY CHILDHOOD SPECIAL EDUCATION:  A CONSTRUCTIVIST APPROACH I've worked with Dr. Charles A. Peck to co-create this application of constructivist theory to the practice of collaborative consultation.  We field tested the course during the summer of 1991 and replicated it in 1992 and 1993.
At University of Vermont (1969-1991)

EDSS 200:  TURNING LEARNING INSIDE OUT I co-developed this course with social psychologist Herbert Leff. We have taught this class at least 7 times both as a summer school class and as an inservice (during the school year) class.  Teachers, and often, pre-service teachers in training, study and apply meta-cognitive techniques to stimulate their own and their students creative thinking, playfulness, and problem solving abilities.  We have since published a text book (Leff & Nevin, Turning Learning Inside Out, published by Zephyr Press, Tucson, AZ) that includes lesson plans co-developed by ourselves and participating teachers.

EDSP 207: COOPERATIVE LEARNING I developed and field-tested this graduate level course which is cross-listed with special and general education.  This course enables classroom teachers to effectively integrate students with exceptional needs into academic learning groups.  Several lesson plans developed by teachers under my supervision have subsequently been published (e.g., Cooperative Group Lesson Plans in J. Thousand, R. Villa, & A. Nevin, 1994, Creativity and collaborative problem solving.  Baltimore, MD:  Paul H. Brookes).

EDSS 56: TEACHERS AND THE TEACHING PROCESS I developed the undergraduate course for secondary teachers in training based on the course syllabus used for elementary students.

EDAP 409: APPLIED EDUCATIONAL RESEARCH I co-developed this course in the spring of 1990 with Ken Fishell based on recommendations from the Doctoral Advisory Committee.  It's designed to enable advanced graduate students to synthesize and evaluate research studies using 6 six different methodologies. 

EDSP 384: TEAM BUILDING FOR LEA PLANNING This course is specifically designed to facilitate integration of students with severe educational challenges.  Students acquire and practice cooperative collaborative skills designed to increase the probability of successful and effective integration.

EDSP 322: TRIADIC MODEL OF CONSULTATION This course provides supervised practice for advanced graduate students who establish collaborative consultation relationships with other specialists, teachers, parents, and administrators to design, deliver, evaluate and redesign effective educational services for students with special education needs.  The data generated by students in this course formed the basis for the text Collaborative Consultation.

EDSP 323: SYSTEMS DEVELOPMENT/IMPLEMENTATION OF CHANGE This course provides supervised practice for advanced graduate students to design, deliver, evaluate and redesign projects that are intended to change systemic practices (such as inservice training to change instructional practices in general education classrooms) so as to improve services for students with special education needs.
At University of Hawai'i/Mano'a 1987
SPED 363: MAINSTREAMING IN THE ELEMENTARY SCHOOL This course focused on assessment of and instructional planning for elementary age students in regular classrooms emphasizing curricula adaptations, classroom organization, behavior management and social interaction strategies appropriate for handicapped students.

SPED 670: CONSULTANT ROLE IN THE DELIVERY OF SPECIAL EDUCATION SERVICES This comprehensive course explored and developed consultant skills, knowledge, and attitudes towards providing indirect special education services.
At University of California/Santa Barbara 1981 
SE 223: INSTRUCTIONAL METHODS AND CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT FOR HANDICAPPED PUPILS (The course content and procedures are similar to ASU West course SPE 414.)
At California State University/San Marcos Spring 1998 
EDUC 596 (now EDEX639): Using data-based instruction to improve the learning outcomes of students who are difficult to teach. I designed this graduate course first at Arizona State University West and then, in 1998, collaboratively with Jacqueline Thousand and Toni Hood. It was delivered over the Internet, special educators can apply this course to their Level II Specialist credential. Available Online: http://www.csusm.edu/COE/thousand/description.html
EDUC 501: Introduction to mainstreaming children with special education needs. A graduate course designed and implemented completely over the Internet, for "clearing" the teaching credential in California. Available Online: http://webct.csusm.edu/501cover.html  I then translated this class to ASUW for undergraduate students (SPE 311 internet option).
