2021 – Present JMC 394 Special Topic: Podcasting and Audio Storytelling.  This is another new course I’ve been tasked with creating and I am currently in the process of developing a rigorous syllabus for the course.

2020 – Present Guest Lecturer on Basic Broadcast Writing, Format and Style, in all JMC 301 and JMC 302, Print and Sports Writing courses (14 sections in Fall 2020).  The guest lecture is presented to each section in two consecutive class sessions and includes a graded broadcast Writing Style Quiz and two graded broadcast story assignments (560 stories in Fall 2020) to demonstrate a basic understanding of the writing style and script formats.  

2019 - Present MCO 494 Special Topic: War and Media (Online).  In conjunction with the new ASU ‘Veterans, Service and Society’ Certificate Program, this 3-credit hour course was reintroduced to serve as an elective course component of the program.  The Veterans Certificate Program, is an 18-credit program designed to improve the dialogue between the military and civilians.  The program is devoted solely to the study of veterans, military culture and how it relates to society. The Certificate Program is administered through the Office for Veteran and Military Academic Engagement at ASU.  This new online course retains the material from the original MCO 455 version (2004-2012) as well as incorporating new material from recent global conflicts.

1990 – 2002 JMC 202 (TCM 201):  Basic Broadcast Writing. This course was the introductory required course in order to advance in the Cronkite School Broadcast Track.  This course covered a variety of marketable broadcast writing skills including writing entertaining and informative radio and television commercial script copy and crafting effective Public Service Announcements.  Since this course was the prerequisite for upper division broadcast news courses, slightly more than half of each semester was focused on the introduction to broadcast style writing and the basics of broadcast news reporting.  

1990 – 2019 JMC 315: Intermediate Broadcast Writing and Reporting.  The second course in the Broadcast Track where broadcast writing skills were honed and basic broadcast reporting skills were introduced. Students produced broadcast news stories and weekly newscasts aired on ASU’s student managed radio station Blaze Radio Online.  This course also familiarized broadcast students with the digital recording and editing software necessary for success in advanced broadcast classes.  

2004 – 2012 MCO 455 War and the Mass Media.  A course I developed to provide students with an understanding of the evolution of the complex and dynamic relationship between the Media, the Military, and the Government.  Propaganda use and media manipulation by the military and government are also examined.  Media standards, practices, and ethics are also discussed.  The course begins with newspaper coverage of the American Civil War and extends through the current Middle East conflicts.

2004 – 2014 MCO 418: History of Mass Communication.  A comprehensive survey of the evolution of print and electronic mass communication.  Particular emphasis is placed on the development and expansion of the broadcast media.

2011 – 2014 HIS 306: Special Topic: World War II: History vs Hollywood.  A summer course offered through the Department of History (SHPRS).  Students would view a variety of classic and contemporary war movies and then engaged their critical thinking skills by analyzing the films in terms of military and historical accuracy. Military maps and battle plans were used to compare actual events with elements of the films.  A particular emphasis was placed on Pearl Harbor, D-Day, and the Battle of the Bulge (Ardennes, December 1944).

New Mexico State University (1979-1990)

1980 – 1990 Jour 313: Radio Reporting.  This course involved two weekly class sessions and a 3 hour weekly lab held in the KRWG-FM newsroom.  The Lab involved students being assigned a story to cover and would then write and produce a radio news story that aired on KRWG-FM (an NPR affiliate) during a live half-hour student produced newscast.

1979 – 1980 Jour 314:  Television Reporting. Lab instructor and assignment editor for KRWG-TV, the local PBS television newscast.  Supervised student reporters and helped edit copy and film/video tape for their stories.  The stories were used in a local PBS newscast on KRWG-TV.

The changes in the Radio Reporting courses provided students with an increased “hands-on” broadcast writing and reporting experience.  The course also incorporated weekly live student-staffed and produced newscasts featuring peer produced radio stories that aired on ASU’s student operated radio station, Blaze Radio Online.  The practical experience provided by airing their stories on Blaze Radio Online also allowed the students to fulfill a School publication/broadcast requirement to further immerse the student into the teaching hospital model.
